Covering financial institutions as well as health and social care this phase of the research is developing case scenarios of financial abuse to aid professionals in identifying risk and making valid interventions.
· Janet Lee -Association of Public Authority Deputies – This presentation will focus on the role of Public Authority Deputies in tackling and preventing financial abuse.  The presentation will show that deputies can provide an essential tool in protecting adults at risk, as well as sharing growing examples of best practice.
· Irwin Mitchell LLP Court of protection Team – The Leading firm of solicitors working in partnership with AEA.  This presentation will focus on the work of this team in protecting the assets of adults at risk and consider the role solicitors can play in spotting and tackling abuse.
